
Captions describe the photograph
and link it to the news story. Often
they include the photographer’s
name.

▼ Caption

The name of the writer (s).
Sometimes their job title or
where they are writing from is
included.

▶ Byline

Front page stories often
continue elsewhere in the
paper.

▼ Turn

A specially designed logo
showing the name of the
newspaper.

▼  Masthead

The biggest headline on the page is
called the “main splash”. This is a
serious story so no jokes are made in
the headline. Headlines are written by
subeditors. 

◀ Headline

Costs of the paper are
covered by a combination of
the cover price and
advertising.

 ▼ Date and Price

Anything on the page which
is is in addition to the article
itself.

Page Furniture

The main text of a news
story, written by the
reporter.

Body Text

We print up to three different editions
per night. One dot means this is the
first edition. During elections and
special events, we may print up to five
editions.

 ▲ Edition Dots

This panel helps to market the
paper by tempting readers inside.
It usually tells readers about
stories in other parts of the paper.
